	The organization of the dossier makes it easy to navigate and location information.

	Includes an overall abstract at the beginning of the dossier, tying together teaching, research, and service. Must be compelling.
	

	Teaching

	Includes a compelling statement of teaching philosophy.
	

	Includes student evaluation summaries for all courses
	

	Includes peer evaluation- Classroom observation
	

	Includes testimonials. Letter and email from students and colleagues.
	

	Includes evidence of innovative teaching methods. What?
	

	Includes representative syllabi, exams, lecture materials, and student projects.
	


	Research

	Includes a statement describing research focus and goals. Should state why contributions are important from CSIS perspective.
	

	Includes a listing of publications, grants, presentations, and works in progress. Includes copies of short ones and overviews of long ones. 
	

	Published in refereed journals

	Service

	Statement detailing the nature and importance of service contributions, not just associations.
	

	Active committee membership. What was accomplished by the committee? Should focus on leadership roles.
	

	Evidence of service to the school, university, community, regional, and national levels.
