This MS in IT is a broadly based interdisciplinary degree that provides a solid foundation in Internet Technology while allowing the student to pursue a concentration in a complementary discipline or emerging technology.  Currently, there are four concentrations available:  Internet Technology for e-Commerce, Security and Information Assurance, Network Administration, and Telecommunications Management.  Others will be added as the need evolves.  The individual concentrations are also available as independent advanced certificates.
