COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course introduces the education major to the fundamental principles of information technology.  Exploration of the computer as a tool for human empowerment will be emphasized.  The student will develop an understanding of the PC (personal computer) by learning to write simple computer programs using JavaScript.  Web page design utilizing HTML and HTML-Kit, use of the Internet for research and communication, and learning to use various software applications, including Microsoft Word, Excel, and PowerPoint are critical to success in today’s environment, and will be a major focus.  This course also has as its major focus, a Civic Engagement component, i.e. students will teach what they have learned about technology to students within the local community.  Students are expected to compile a professional teaching portfolio based upon their coursework and teaching experiences during the semester.

This course is also a learning community and is integrated with English 110.  Students are expected to integrate their technology skills and teaching experiences into their writing assignments.

OVERALL OBJECTIVES

· To allow the student the freedom to explore and embrace technology as a tool of empowerment;
· To master widely used software applications & become familiar with HTML coding & JavaScript programming;
· To enable the student to contribute back to the community, what has been learned in class;
· To reflect upon student teaching through the creation of insightful student essays;
· To create a professional teaching portfolio;
· To integrate writing skills from Eng 110 into their TS 105 coursework.
