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How this SL project changed an aspect of your life?
Over the seven weeks at assistant living, my elder Lowell taught me a lot about teaching someone how to use computer.  Lowell has a Mac laptop which was a learning process for both of us. I Although I was not familiar with using Mac computers we both learned a lot from each other. But honesty was I a little unsure what he would think of me as a teacher because I didn’t know how to operate the different programs on his laptop.  We would browser the different programs and then I would try to explain each program to the best of my knowledge. I noticed that most of the programs where similar to the programs that I’ve used to in Microsoft windows. So basically this was a learning process for both of us.       

I taught him how to create an email address, create and address book, and how to send and reply to emails. We also had the opportunity to upload photos as well as download photos received by family members. The second day working with Lowell, I noticed that he was always well prepared to learn. He would bring a notebook to every class to take notes on everything I taught him which made me every proud, because he was the only one in assistant living taking notes. As a result he was the most improved elder there. After each lesson the next week you would retry everything I taught him and then ask me questions on the things he missed. Working with an elder person made me realize that not all elder people are helpless; they can still learn new thing and be able to remember. I have learned that every single day of our life we will learn new things. You can never be too old or too young to learn new things.   Another thing that admired me the most was that Lowell never gave up. Although it was hard trying to understand him he would always listen and never got distracted.  
If you had to give advice to a friend in teaching their grandparents computer, what are the 5-10 lessons learned?

If I whereto give advice to another teacher is that first you have to get to know the person you are working with. Ask the person if they are familiar with using a computer because everyone’s skills are at different levels, Lowell was familiar with using the mouse and the keyboard so we did not have any problems in that area. But if the person is a beginner I would suggest lesson one should one focus on how to control the mouse. Them lesson two should be on how to use the keyboard properly. Then lesson 4 should focus on how to use all the programs that are on the computer/desktop. The last lesson should be on the internet, which will include setting up email account, address books, sending emails etc. Then go on to other programs on the internet.
