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	When I signed up for this class I honestly had no idea what the class even was. It was just a requirement that needed to be done so I figured why not. On the first day of class when I realized what the class entailed I was a little nervous to say the least. The idea of going to nursing homes to teach the elderly how to use computers was not what I expected. However now that class is nearing an end I am very happy that I took the class. I found the class to be extremely rewarding and the connection I made with my student was surprising. My student became ill for two weeks and I found myself worrying about her and hoping she was ok. Luckily it was nothing serious and she recovered just fine and I was back teaching her again right where we left off.
	I wasn’t sure what to expect when I first met my student, I didn’t know how much knowledge she did or didn’t have about computers prior to my instruction. However I was quite shocked when the first question she asked me was about how to upload photos on her facebook account. I was very happy to find out that I wasn’t going to have to teach her about setting up an e-mail account or something extremely basic like that. I found myself showing her how to upload photos to her facebook as well as showing her some of the tiny details that facebook allows such as the status updates and her newsfeed which she didn’t quite fully understand. I also showed her how to print out pictures from her printer so she could put them up on her wall. To my surprise she even showed me a new website that I had never heard of called genie. Genie is a genealogy website that is set up similar to facebook however once you sign up and put all your information in it automatically matches you up with other people that have joined and are related to you. My student showed me her entire family tree going back to the mid 1800’s and she explained who each person was and where they came from. It was truly very interesting and I have since told my grandparents about because I know they have an interest in the same thing.  Although I usually had to go over everything we had learned the previous week to refresh my students memory by the end of our sessions she would sit down say and watch this and expertly navigate everything we had gone over in the past, from uploading photos on to her computer or e-mailing them to her granddaughter it was quite clear to me that she had really learned something from me. 
	What was most rewarding for me during this class was just being able to see my student progress from being very nervous about doing something wrong while I was watching to eventually showing me how to do everything with a slight tinge of cockiness.
