Standard/s

Standard 1 - Students will make works of art that explore different kinds of subject matter, topics, themes, and metaphors. Students will understand and use sensory elements, organizational principles and expressive images to communicate their own ideas in works of art. Students will use a variety of art materials, processes, mediums, and techniques, and use appropriate technologies for creating and exhibiting visual art works. 

· experiment and create art works, in a variety of mediums, based on a range of individual and collective experiences. 

· develop their own ideas and images through the exploration and creation of art works based on themes, symbols, and events 

· understand and use the elements and principles of art (line, color, texture, shape) I order to communicate their ideas. 

· reveal through their own art work understanding of how art mediums and techniques influence their creative decisions 

· identify and use, individual and group experiences, some of the roles and means for designing, producing, and exhibiting art works. 

Standard 2 - Students will know and use a variety of visual arts materials, techniques, and processes. Students will know about resources and opportunities for participation in visual arts in the community and use appropriate materials. Students will be aware of vocational options available in the visual arts. 

· understand the characteristics of various mediums (two dimensional, electronic images) in order to select those that are appropriate for their purpose and intent 

· develop skills with electronic media as a means of expressing visual ideas. 

Standard 3 - Students will reflect on, interpret, and evaluate works of art, using the themes, and concepts are expressed through the visual arts with the ways they are expressed in other disciplines. 

· explain their reflections about the meanings, purposes, and sources of works of art; describe their responses to the works and the reasons for those responses 

· explain the visual and other sensory qualities (surfaces, colors, textures, shape, sizes, volumes) found in a wide variety of art works 

· explain the themes that are found in works of visual art and how the art works are related to other forms of art (dance, music, theatre, etc.) 

· explain how ideas, themes, or concepts in the visual arts are expressed in other disciplines 

This lesson was designed to link a traditional method of making art (collage) to computer generated graphics. The lesson can be expanded to incorporate the arts professions (graphic design, packaging design, computer design, etc.)

Students should understand the difference between geometric and organic shapes. Students should be able to create these shapes, and understand how to balance, their compositions through unity, rhythm and color. Students should be familiar with collage.
