Configuring JCreator for servlet.jar

The file, servlet.jar, has to be in a specific location in order for the compiler to find it.  Also it has to be included in the path for the compiler in JCreator.  The image below shows where to place servlet.jar in the file system.  It goes in j2re1.5.0/lib/ext.  You can find a copy of servlet.jar in the Documents folder on my website.
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To configure JCreator, go into Configure/Options/JDK Profiles.  
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On the screen above, choose Edit.  You should see the next screen.
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Choose Add/Add Package.  At that point navigate to the folder where you have placed servlet.jar, j2re1.5.0/lib/ext, and select servlet.jar.  Then click on OK to save the configuration.  When this is done, you should be able to compile classes that import javax.servlet.http.
