For the next assignment, enhance your project by adding a Cascading style sheets (CSS).  These style sheets are used to separate style directives from html.  This makes your html pages clearer to read (and correct), and it also makes it easier to use the same styles consistently on a number of pages.  You can add CSS files to both html and JSP files.

When developing a CSS file, it is more convenient to include it in the file between style directives.  However, once it works the way you want, you should make it a separate file so that it can be used by a number of html or JSP files.  For this assignment, include the style information in the html page.  It will be easier for me to grade.  But after that, make it into a separate file so that it can be shared.
As an example, consider the index file for an address book application.
