Migration to add an image column
1. In sites/store, type rails generate migration add_image.  This creates a migration file to add a column to the products table in the store’s database.  
2. Add code to 201202081513338_add_image, the newly created migration file.  It is found in db/migrate.  (Your file will have a different number at the beginning.  It records the date and time.)
class AddImage < ActiveRecord::Migration

def up

add_column  :products, :image, :string

end

def down

remove_column  :products, :image

end

end

3. Next type rake db:migrate.
4. Depending upon your version of Rails, you may need to add or modify a line in app/models/product.rb.  It should now read

attr_accessible  :name, :price, :quantity, :image

This is a security improvement.  Without it, the fields (attributes) in the database will not be accessible by the public.
5. Add the following code to show.html.erb.

6. Add to index.html.erb
<th>Image</th>
<td><%= image_tag product.image %></td>

7. Add formatting to price in index file.

<td><%= number_to_currency(product.price, :precision => 2) %></td>
8. Add to _form.html.erb

<div class="field">

<%= f.label :image %><br />

<%= f.text_field :image %>

</div>

9. Find images and place them in app/assets/images.  Change the validations in product.rb to include the new images.
10. Open the server and view in your browser.  Add the image names to the database using the edit option.

11. View the result and then return to the playlist and add images to it in a similar way.
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
