Setting up Ruby on Rails on a Windows Machine
1. Go to http://www.ruby-lang.org/en/downloads/ and download Ruby 1.9.2 with the RubyInstaller.

2. Open and run the installer.  The application will be placed into a folder named Ruby1.9.2.
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3. In the Control Panel click on System, and in System Properties click on Advanced.  On this screen choose Environment Variables.  On the Environment Variables screen click on Path.  Edit the path to include C:\Ruby192\bin.  The bin directory contains the ruby interpreter.
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4. Now open the command prompt, Command.com.  It is usually found under Accessories.  Navigate to the ruby folder, Ruby192.

5. To make sure you have the right version of ruby, type ruby –v.  

6. Next at the command prompt type gem install rails.  The installation takes a while and produces a very large number of files.  Be patient.  These files provide the skeleton for a rails application along with quite a bit of documentation.
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7. We now have Rails, but we need a database.  The default one is sqlite3.  So now type in 
gem install sqlite3.  
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8. Windows also needs a .dll file for sqlite3.  This can be found on my website in the documents folder.  Place it in the c:/Ruby192/bin.
9. You will next have to get the rake file.  Go to http://rubyforge.org/frs/?group_id=50.  Place it in the bin folder also.  Then on the command line, type gem install rake.  This should finish the ruby on rails setup.
