Using Aptana RadRails for Ruby on Rails Development
You can download Aptana Studio 3 from http://www.aptana.com/products/radrails to use as an editor and command prompt window.  You should have Ruby set up on your machine and the path pointing to Ruby192/bin.   You will still have to type the commands into the terminal window at the bottom of the page, but you can use the editor for creating files and making changes.

If you don’t have git on your computer, Aptana will ask you to download it.  You can follow their prompt or go to http://git-scm.com/.   Git is a version control system.
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Aptana RadRails looks and works much the same as eclipse.  To run your application, use the terminal window at the bottom of the page.  In it you can type all the Rails commands including rails generate and rake db:migrate.  This is no different from using the command prompt.  The editor, however, is a decided improvement over using Notepad or WordPad.  It helps with syntax and indentation.  
When you are ready to run your application, you can type the command, rails server, into the terminal window and then open your browser to http://localhost:3000/table_name.
