The Home Page Controller
The index page for the store shows a table of all the products and allows any user to add, edit or delete an item.  This does not work for a web site to be used by those other than the developer.  However, we still will want to use the data in the products table.

One way to do this is to create a controller for other users.  We will call it home_page, but most any other name would do as well.  To begin with we can let users list all the products and find a specific product.  Later we will add a button for a shopper to view his or her shopping cart and a link for the store’s manager to log in to the pages given by the scaffold command.
1. In c:\sites\store, type rails generate controller home_page index list find show.  Note that we do not have to use the rake command, because we have not created a new database table.
2. In config/routes.rb, change the second, third and fourth ‘gets’ to ‘posts’.
get "home_page/index"

post "home_page/list"

post "home_page/find"

post "home_page/show"

3. Change the code for list first.  The list method in the home_page controller should now be:

def list

@products = Product.order( :name)
end

4. The code in app/views/home_page/index.html.erb should read

6. Next add the code for the show method in the home page controller.  If the user clicks on the link provided by the code above, it will display show.html.erb.

id = params[:item][:id]

@product = Product.find(id)

respond_to do |format|

if @product != nil

format.html{render action: "not_found"}

end

7. The file, show.html.erb, is found in app/views/home_page.   You can just copy the code for ‘show’ in view/products and change the link back to the home page to

Also remove the link to the ‘Edit’ page.
8. Next enter the code used to find a product.  The following goes into app/views/home_page/index.html.erb below the code for list.
<h2>Find a product</h2>

9. The code for the find method in the home_page controller is next.

def find

@params = params[:product]

@product = Product.find_by_name (@params[:name])

respond_to do |format|

if @product != nil

format.html {render action:  :show}
else

format.html { render action:  :not_found }

10. For both the find and show methods, we need a file called not_found.html.erb.  This file was not generated by rails, so we must create it ourselves.  One way is to rename find.html.erb as not_found.  Note that if a product is found, the view for show is displayed, so we do not need the find view.  Then replace the code in it by the following:
<h3>Product not found.</h3>

<%= link_to 'Back', home_page_index_path %>
11. We can make this the project  home page.  In routes.rb, change
 # root :to => “welcome#index” to 

root  :to => ‘home_page#index’  
In some versions of Rails you must also either remove or rename index.html.erb, found in the public folder.  When you now go to localhost:3000, you should see your home page.

12. Close the server and type rake test.  You will find errors in the controllers test.  To fix this go into home_page_controller_test.rb in the test/controllers) folder.  In the method called “should get find”, change the ‘get’ line in order to send a parameter.

And add a parameter to the test for show.  You will also have to add an id field to the file in fixtures called products.yml.  Give the value of 1 to the first id and 2 to the second one.
