Arrays of integers
Download the data file called animals.txt from Blackboard and store it in the project folder.  While you are there, also download the file called visitors.txt.  They are both in a folder called Data Files in the Documents folder.

Change your AnimalManager class so that it now reads in data from animals.txt and stores it in an array.  See the class notes for March 26.  They have the code for the new methods.  You will have to make only minimal changes to the ZooKeeper class, since all the major changes were done in the AnimalManager class.

AnimalManager manager = new AnimalManager ();


manager.getAnimals ();


manager.displayAverage();
Once you are finished with this, create a new class called Attendance.  It will be used to track the number of visitors to the zoo.  The visitors for one month are stored in the file visitors.txt on Blackboard.  Each line contains the number of visitors for a day followed by the day of the week.  In this assignment, you have to read both the number of visitors for the day and the day of the week.  Only the number will be stored in the array, but you should printout (echo) both the number and the week day as you read the data in.

Since months can have anywhere between 28 and 31 days, you should make the array that holds the data at least 31.  And since you don’t know which month it is, you must count the number of days inside the loop.  Adapt the code used in the AnimalManager class to do this.  The ZooKeeper class can now access the methods in the Attendance class, get the attendance figures and display the total attendance for the month.
When you are done, send me both the AnimalManager class and the Attendance class.  Be sure to test the classes before you send them to make sure that they work correctly.
